Script for Wise Men Drama
Props needed: gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh. Dressing up clothes or crowns/hats and blankets for wise men. A doll in a manger or box. Mary and Joseph, spare blankets for shepherds, 3 gifts and stars. Children can speak the lines or narrator can do it all, while the children act it out.
Choose which children want to be Mary, Joseph, wise men, angel, shepherds. Dress accordingly before you start.

At the same time Jesus was born, some very clever men, living somewhere in Arabia, saw something amazing in the night sky! 

The Wise Men saw a brand new star appear in the sky. It was very bright. And they had never seen it before.

WM 1: What does it mean?
WM 2: It means that a new King has been born.
WM 3: We must follow the star and find the new king.

 So they set out to find the new king and bring him gifts. They travelled a long way and it took many days and nights. ……….. They followed the strange new star…………..

(Set out round the church looking for the stars. All the children in the group can join in, looking for the 3 stars, and underneath each one, find the gifts)

So the Wise Men followed the star again. It was a very long journey, but eventually it took them to Bethlehem.

The Wise Men found Mary, Joseph and Jesus in Bethlehem. They were really happy to see the new baby king!

The Wise Men spread the gifts they had brought before Jesus. 

WM 1: I bring gold.
WM 2: I bring frankincense.
WM 3: I bring myrrh. 

And they knelt down to worship the new king, Jesus.

At the end, you can ask: 
I wonder why did they kneel to worship the baby? They brought some strange gifts. I wonder why they brought these gifts. What would you have brought for baby Jesus?
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
